“The main purpose of Congress is to
introduce Animal Technologists to
the latest developments in all
aspects of animal based research
and technology.”

In the same year that SHAC ceases
to exist as a campaign, the Institute
of Animal Technology have organ-
ised this 3 day event [last year it
was held in Blackpool, the year
before in the south of England],
where people who experiment on
animals, in those horrific ways we
have all seen from undercover
footage, will be able to walk, talk,
eat and give lectures freely without
any thought to opposition.

The breakdown of the most effec-
tive anti-vivisection campaign on
the planet appears to have given
these people a “free-for-all” men-
tality, this conference is quite pos-
sibly party time for the oppressor.
A celebration of animal research, a
way to say they have won the war
against animal rights campaigners.
What else could this openness of a
3 day conference be exactly?

This also coincides with the open-
ing of The Francis Crick Institute,
scheduled to open in early spring
time, 2015. This will be the largest
animal research establishment in
certainly the UK, more than

possibly Europe and further,
even possibly the world.

We have slowed down in this
country, with our direct opposi-
tion to animal testing, yes, | in-
clude medical testing in this
message. This is, notably due to
the clampdown on effective
campaigners by the law: do any-
thing (send an email, hold a
placard, spray-paint a bank),
anything at all against these
institutions of oppression and
there is every chance you will be
numerously arrested, have to go
through tedious court appear-
ances hours from where you live
for 10 minutes to be told what
you could have got by opening
an e-mail or answering the
phone (just to mess with you)
and quite possibly put in prison
for a few years, simply for -to all
intensive purposes- acting
‘within the law’.

This conference is a kick in the
teeth and a spit in the face of
anyone who has ever cam-
paigned against animal testing.
So, | think there needs to be an
insurgence against this confer-
ence to prove to them this isn’t
over by a long shot. Animal
testing is going down the pan.
It's medieval and “The Dark Ag-
es of Science” needs to be abol-
ished.

If World Day For Animal In
Laboratories (WDAIL) national
demonstration is not happening
[this] year (as is potential news
on the vine, spoiler alert), then |
would say we could make this
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event into our national WDAIL
event.

Consider it.

Some thoughts on
resisting fracking in
Scotland

Now that the farce of the
Scottish referendum is out of the
way, perhaps some anarchists
will have been reminded that, as
it always has been, the state has
nothing to offer us but a life of
servitude and humiliation in ex-
change for our dignity and free-
dom. No longer distracted by
this parliamentary circus, it may
be worth taking a look to the
bleak horizon and preparing
ourselves for the coming storm.

Although the anti-fracking band-
wagon is being ridden by all from
Green MPs to leftist students
and eco-earnest corporations. It
does not get our attention
particularly because we believe
the practise of fracking is “too
dangerous” or that this struggle
is any more likely to be won than
other green reformist cam-
paigns. The development of

fracking in Scotland is in our
sights because it is just as much
a part of the industrial megama-
chine as coal, nuclear power,
and so on, and it is equally dis-
gusting and offensive to all life
on the planet.

The entirety of the central belt
of Scotland and about half of
the lowlands are now being
circled by toxic energy
companies, and if one was to
look at the dire situation of anti-
fracking resistance in the UK so
far, there is a lot left to be
desired, as flocks of pacifistic
martyrs lay themselves down
for a beating, inevitable arrest
and increased surveillance in a
passive display of total defeat
and submission to the authori-
ties before being swept aside to
make way for the drilling to
continue for the for the most
part unopposed.

| believe that if we are to
effectively fight against fracking
and all other land destroying
energy companies then it is
time to raise the bar and stop
the cat and mouse games of the
activist majority which domi-
nates most of which we have
seen so far in the UK (at least
within the context of anti-
fracking).

Lets look instead to the
incendiary resistance of the
Mi’kmaq warriors of Elsipogtog
(or “New Brunswick”) in Kanada
the tactics of some of the

wild individualities inhabiting
the ZAD in southern France, the
insurgent minority in Bristol and
the relentless sabotage carried
out in the ancient forests of
Russia. The polymorphous con-
flict against industrial civilisation
is borderless and being carried
out across every part of the
globe, providing many opportu-
nities to reflect upon what has
already been learnt in past
struggles here in Scotland.

There is always potential, what-
ever form it may take is for us
to realise and actualise.

Lets take the fight to them, not
in displays of submission and
“civil” disobedience, but in wild
and uncontrollable acts of a
deeply felt and burning hatred
towards the system that’s killing

us all.

Lets give the bastards a thorn in
their side.
